	Students will read the novel, Uprising by Margaret Peterson Haddix, and will complete a variety of reading comprehension assignments. Students will compare and contrast life in the present year to life in 1911 to be able to identify rights we have now because of the people who came before us and the sacrifices they made to achieve them. Students will analyze victim data and create graphs. Students will demonstrate understanding of the unit question by completing sentence starters.

· After reading Uprising, pages 44-79, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how immigration and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.

Week 3:

· Students will be introduced to the Suffrage Movement in the early 1900s and the social issues surrounding it.
· After reading Uprising, pages 80-121, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how the suffrage movement and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.

Week 4:

· Students will review the Suffrage Movement in the early 1900s and the social issues surrounding it.
· After reading Uprising, pages 122-176, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how the suffrage movement and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.
Week 5:

· Students will be introduced to the Labor Movement in the early 1900s and the social issues surrounding it.
· After reading Uprising, pages 177-234, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how the labor movement and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.

Week 6:

· Students will review the Labor Movement in the early 1900s and the social issues surrounding it.
· After reading Uprising, pages 235-286, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how the labor movement and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.

Week 7:

· Students will be introduced to the Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire of 1911 and the social issues surrounding it.
· After reading Uprising, pages 287-343, students will summarize those pages.  Summaries should include how the Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire of 1911 and the social issues surrounding it affected the three main characters.  

· Discussion – Unit Question will be addressed through discussion.

Week 8:

· Human Rights Project – Students will create a project (PowerPoint, poster, article) on a human rights issue of their choice.  The project should include:

Who – Who is involved in the human rights issue?

What – What is the human rights issue?

Where – Where is the human rights issue?

Why – Why is the human rights issue important?

How – How are people trying to change the human rights issue?
